I. Who is the school counselor’s Client?
From an ethical standpoint, the school counselor’s client is the student.  The parents’ needs are considered, but the needs of the students come first, above all others (Ethical Standards for School counselors 2010).
II. What are the limits of confidentiality for school counselors?

Ethically, school counselors are required to “take appropriate action if students engage in behavior the present’s clear and imminent danger to themselves and others”.  Typically, a school counselor are required to call a parent or guardian if a student plans to, or has already self-injured, indicated an eating disorder, possible drug or alcohol addiction, runaway plan, or other dangerous behavior.

School counselors are also required to report known or suspected child abuse or neglect.  In Missouri, all school personnel are Mandatory reporters to Child Protective Services. 
The final situation where a school counselor may have to reveal information about a student is during legal proceedings, in response to a subpoena.  While the law may require the counselor to reveal information, the ethical standards require as little as possible be revealed, and only what is directly needed in the situation.
